Tr1s volume completes the “ Calssical Library *’ Transla
tion of Xenophon’s Works.

Most of the pieces contained in it have already been pre-
sented to the pubLe in an English dress; but, excepting the
version of the “Hiero” by Graves, and of the “Treatise
on Horsemanszip” given by Berenger in his history of
that art, none of them adhere closely to the original. The
“ Treatise on the Revenues of Athens,” translated by
Walter Moyle, though generally correct, is extravagantly
verbose.

To each piece are prefixed a few critical or illustrative
remarks ; and notes are appended to all passages where ob-
seurity, or the conflicting opinions of commentators, appeared

to render them necessary.
