Saucepan of Special Security by A. Dukhnov and D. Ryabov.
Satirical comedy. At a KGB facility, a young choreographer and a
student-philologist are working on a special project: they create
poems and dances, which must let off steam from that overheated
‘saucepan’ that the Soviet society has turned into by the early
1953.

Foreign Plays

Ages of the Moon by S. Shepard. Psychological drama from a
distinguished American author. Two aged friends, who meet after
a long while, remember their past and sum up their lives’
cheerless total.

Les Combustibles by A. Nothomb, Belgium. University
professor, his assistant and a student survive the hardships of war,
a siege of the city, trying to maintain human and professional
dignity. Alas, not till the very end

Two Workers, Eyes, Bus by G. Montes. Three short plays
represent Spanish ‘new drama’ which gravitates toward social
problems by exposing the cruelty and absurdity of contemporary
world.
