he great actor M. S. Shchepkin is the glory and pride of the
Russian stage, as he was called during his lifetime of his con-
temporaries, being self-educated dreamed of creating a school
of acting education in Moscow. He was a teacher and mentor
of a whole army of Russian actors. His advice and precepts
to aspiring actors went to the rounds. The great K.S. Stani-
slavsky, with a pencil in his hand, studied Shchepkin’s pre-
cious notes erratically written in his letters to actors and stu-
dents. Shchepkin’s precepts are relevant to this day for those
who decided to devote all life to the stage and only the stage.

The famous Shchepkin’s saying about acting of P.V.Mesh-
chersky “The art is as high as close to the nature” should
be perceived as a theatrical Manifest of the great actor. His
precepts to aspiring actors are the cornerstone of theatrical
education.
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
