Present Perfect Continuous (I have been doing)

a) Study this example situation.

Is it raining?

No, it isn't but the ground is wet.

It has been raining.

This is the Present Perfect Continuous

Tense: I/we/ they/ you (= I've etc. )
been doing

he/ she/ it has ( he's etc. )

We use the Present Perfect Continuous when we talk about an action (quite a long
action) which began in the past and has recently stopped or just stopped. Here are
some examples:

You’re out of (nprxanue). Have you been running?

Why are your clothes so dirty? What have you been doing?
