This is still pointed out to visitors as the
point from which William the Conqueror di-
rected his attacks on Hereward. Although
William landed in England September 28, 1066,
and was crowned King at Westminster on
December 25th, after that decisive battle of
Hastings which decided the right of power
between the English and Norman nations, it
took almost five years more to complete the
conquest of England.

Hereward was killed in 1071. Ingulf says
Vorfrida died about 108s.
