Having considered the genesis of the concept of «market value» (MV), based on research in mutual reflection, the
authors reveal that MV is not a property of a particular object, is not a property of the market (as an environment in
which objects are redistributed), but is a property of a social system. This allows authors to separate the notion of MV
from a neoclassical ontology and to consider MV as an instrument that ensures the maintenance of the homeostasis
of a social system. In the new ontology authors describe a new toolkit (price committees), which, uses the methodol-
ogy of apprising and which allows to solve social and economic problems in open social systems.

The article deals with the provisions of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation concerning compliance by the par-
ties to the contract with requirements for the form of the transaction and its state registration. Examples are given
from judicial practice, which show that if a party evades an unfair agreement from its registration, such party will
be considered bound by an obligation with a bona fide party. Since the differences in the legal regulation of the
consequences of the absence of state registration should be considered not as an establishment of a special rule
for certain types of transactions, but as a contradiction formed in connection with the stage-by-stage reform of the
Civil Code of the Russian Federation, the author concludes that it is necessary to clarify the reviewed norms of civil
legislation.
